1.  Situation


a.  General.  This Appendix outlines general actions for air base operability (AB) aspects of the operation.


b.  Enemy.  Annex B.  Hostile forces are capable of operations against air bases in South Korea, Japan, and Okinawa.  There is a high probability of Level I and Level II threat operations against air bases.  These operations may include sabotage, terrorism, and infiltration of small tactical units, sniping, and mortar fires.  Level III operations are considered as a low threat at this time.

d.  Assumptions.  Basic plan.



(1)  Standard peacetime air traffic rules and procedures apply.



(2)  Air operations environment is considered to be permissive (major), threat of hostile action.

2.  Mission.  CFC forces secure designated air bases in JOA South Korea, Japan, and Okinawa.

3.  Execution


a.  Concept of Operation.  Air base commanders are responsible for security of designated air bases.

(1)  USPACAF.  Provide logistics and support for designated air bases.



(2)  JTF Korea.  Ensure adequate and suitable forces are provided for AB, to include appropriate tactical combat forces (TCF).
