(2)  CFC.  Provide topographic and terrain analysis support and terrain reconnaissance.

(4) 7th ACCAF.  Provide aerospace reconnaissance and surveillance.


c.  Coordinating Instructions


(1)  CFC, CJG2 is release authority for war reserve stocks held for CFC contingencies.



(2)  Notify CFC, CJG2 of new or changed MC&G support requirements and identified MC&G support shortfalls.

a.  Supply and Storage.  MC&G stockage and distribution IAW NIMA procedures.


b. Transportation.  NIMA will provide for the transport of MC&G standard products from a NIMA depot to the point of embarkation or other locations designated by service component commands.
