1.  Purpose.  To provide concept of operations, define the threat, and assign tasks for veterinary support, to include all DOD services. 

2.  Definitions and Assumptions.  There are no critical assumptions or command unique definitions.

3.  Concept of Operations.  Within the JOA, veterinary assets must inspect and approve all theater bulk food sources, including both non-US sources as well as US Government prepackaged, acquired or produced foods.  Food production facilities not located in CONUS must be inspected periodically and sanitary conditions approved by military veterinary authorities for continued usage.


a.  Preventive medicine assets within the theater are responsible for periodic inspection and sanitary approval of food preparation and handling techniques in food production facilities.


b.  When non-US military personnel are involved in food preparation and handling, the JTF Surgeon is responsible for setting health standards for the hiring of these employees as well as delineating standards of health to be maintained for continued employment.  Medical and preventive medicine assets must ensure implementation of these standards, verify continued state of good health of these employees, and ensure that proper food handling standards are being taught to these employees.  All food handlers must obtain food-handling certificates, issued by military preventive medicine officials.


c.  JTF Korea will provide veterinary support.  Service components will coordinate for veterinary support requirements with the JTF Surgeon.  If additional veterinary requirements exist then requirements must go through technical channels to the CFC Surgeon.

4.  Health Threat


a.  Insect-borne Illness.  These diseases include malaria and yellow fever.  They are an important cause of ill health in rural areas


b.  Food-borne and Water-borne Illness.  These diseases are common and include amoebiasis, diarrheal diseases, helminthic infections, and viral hepatitis.


c.  Other Hazards are:



(1)  Diseases such as measles and diphtheria are commonly reported.



(2)  Influenza risk extends throughout the year.



(3)  Rabies is common.

5.  Coordinating Instructions


a.  The JTF Surgeon will ensure there is a senior veterinary officer on the medical staff and will maintain close contact with ancillary veterinary medical staffs.


b.  A US Army veterinary officer will examine any animal that is brought to the United States for any reason.

6.  Command and Control.  Command and control of veterinary units/detachments rests with JTF Surgeon.
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
