· Units will utilize pioneer tools assigned to vehicles and any other available tools or equipment for ADC operations.

Fire Support:

· Pre-planned fire support has been coordinated through the BCOC.

· Fire support requests will be initiated by the BDOC through the BCOC.

· Rear Operations Support: Requests for RO support will flow from the BDOC to the BCOC to the RAOC/ROC.  The RAOC/ROC will coordinate with the appropriate element.

· Evacuation of EPWs will be coordinated by the BDOC.

SERVICE/SUPPORT:

All activities and units within the base cluster will use their technical chain of command for service/support.

Request all Rear Operations support through the BCOC using the tactical chain of command.
