Soldiers.

* Prior to August 2005, he was AQI’s military emir for
operations in Al-Anbar, responsible for foreign fighter
facilitation throughout the region— bringing foreign
terrorists into Iraq to conduct acts of terror against
Iraqi citizens.

* In August 2005, Al-Afghani moved to Yusifiyah and
assumed responsibility for high-level terrorist
planning, as well as supporting foreign fighter
operations. His key efforts involved a series of suicide
bombings in Baghdad.

* Al-Afghani maintained high-profile AQI connections.
An associate of Abu Ayyub Al- Masri, he was once
considered a possible successor to Zargawi.

* Al-Afghani was implicated in the June 16, 2006,
executions of two U.S. Soldiers in Yusifiyah.
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Letter from Senior Lieutenant to
Abu Musab Al-Zargawi

“Examples that can be called “mistakes,” which our muhajirin brethrens have
caused, in the Southern Belt:

= A helicopter fired on from the front yard of one of the residents of the area;
this incident is recorded on film. There is more than one similar incident,
knowing that all of the Iraqi brethrens, or “most of them” want explosions
to be completely far away from their area.

= An IED was planted near the place where some muhajirin brethrens were
taking refuge, and near a buried cache alongside the river. After the
Hummer was blown up, the Americans swept the area, discovered the
cache and the shelter, and blew them both up.

= A spy was executed in front of a mosque, and was set on fire before all
the people. This incident left a bad mark on the image of the foreign
fighters, for the community to accept.

Note: These are just samples of similar incidents. Most of what the muhajirin
brethrens have done in the Southern Sector is not remotely governed by the
required Shari'a Policy, in places such as Al-Yusifiyah, with its native tribal
character.”
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Detention of Umar Brigade Leadership

For 10 days in mid-July, Iraqgi and Coalition Forces conducted multiple assaults,
resulting in a significant blow to Al-Qaeda in Irag’s Umar Brigade, an AQl-related
organization dedicated to attacking Shi’a.

The Umar Brigade is an Al-Qaeda in Iraq organization created by Abu Musab Al-
Zargawi, designed to incite sectarian violence.

Security Forces detained Muhmud Jasim Muhammad Mahdi Al-Sammara’l (aka Abu
Uthman), leader of the Umar Brigade.

Uthman claimed responsibility for July 1 Sadr City bombing. Targeting Sadr City
market, specifically stores owned by Shi’a Iraqis, this attack killed 62 and injured 114
innocent men, women, and children.

Three emirs under Abu Uthman were also detained, including Abu Aisha, one of Al
Qaeda’s top financial handlers for the greater Baghdad area; Mahmud Abu Islam
(religious emir); and Zamil Abu Ihab (military emir).

A variety of sources provided the ISF information on the Umar Brigade. Close
coordination between Iragi and Coalition Forces led to detention of 51 individuals with
suspected links to the Umar Brigade, without major injuries or casualties to the enemy
or the Security Forces.

The detention of these individuals removes key leadership of Umar Brigade’s death
squads.
