The examination for this subcourse is performance-based, consisting of multiple-choice questions designed to measure your ability to perform the following tasks:

1.  Conduct initial planning

2.  Plan for a passage of lines

3.  Plan for the consolidation of an objective

4.  Complete an infantry company attack plan.

 Simulated Tactical Situation

1.  General Situation:  (See Special Map A.)

a.  1-66 Inf has been attacking north for the past three days.  The battalion is at 85 percent strength and there are no critical supply or equipment shortages.  Dispositions as of 032300 Apr are as shown on Special Map A.

b.  Opposing forces, identified as elements of the 3d Abn Regt, 1st Abn Div, have been conducting delaying operations, suffering heavy casualties in both personnel and equipment.  Intelligence indicates that the enemy is at 60 percent strength and will continue to delay.

c.  Terrain in the battalion zone is gently rolling with some steep hills.  Trafficability ranges from poor in the wooded areas to excellent in the less vegetated areas.  The NIDDA River is unfordable.  The WETTER River can be forded with difficulty by wheeled vehicles.

d.  Both friendly and opposing forces are able to achieve local air 

superiority for limited periods of time.

e.  Weather forecast for 4 Apr:  Overcast in morning, clearing by 1200 hours.  Temperature between 50 and 70 degrees Fahrenheit.  No precipitation expected.  Wind will be 8 to 10 knots from the south.  BMNT at 0635; EENT at 1835; moon phase - last quarter.

2.  Special Situation:  (See Special Map A.)

a.  You are the Commander, Company A, 1-66 Infantry, which is

presently located 1500m south of the LD/LC in an assembly area vic MA873623.  Companies B and C are securing the LD/LC.

        b.  You were summoned to the battalion CP at 040530 Apr and have just received a battalion order for continuing the attack.

1.  SITUATION

a.  Enemy Forces.  Elements of the 3d Abn Regt, 1st Abn Div are delaying in our zone.  A squad is occupying HILL 182, a platoon (-) plus a BMD on HILL 187, and a platoon on HILL 176.

b.  Friendly Forces.  (off map)

(1)   1st Bde attacks 041000 Apr to seize high ground from HILL 175 (MA8366) (off map) to HILL 176(MA8866); prepared to continue attack north to seize high ground from HILL 204 (MA8372) (off map) to HILL 203 (MA8973) (off map).

(2)  1-67 Inf attacks 041000 Apr on the west to seize HILL 175 (MA8366) and HILL 177 (MA8566).

(3)  3d Bde attacks 041000 Apr on the east to seize high ground north of HELDENBERGEN (MA9065).

(4)  1-68 Inf follows 1-66 Inf, prepared to assume mission of either leading battalion.

(5)  1-47 FA (105mm, towed) DS to 1st Bde.

(6)  Elements of 9th AF support the operation.

c.  Attachments and Detachments.  Task Organization.

2.  MISSION

1-66 Inf attacks 041000 Apr to seize HlLL's 182 (OBJ GREEN), 187 (OBJ RED)

and 176 (OBJ BLUE); prepared to continue attack north on order.

3.  EXECUTION

a.  Concept of Operation.

(1)  Maneuver.  Battalion attacks with Co A on the left to seize OBJ's GREEN and RED (HlLL's 182 and 187) and Co B on the right to seize OBJ BLUE (HILL 176).  Co C, in reserve, supports Co A's attack by fire from LD/LC

initially; follow Co A on order.

(2)  Fires.  Five minute conventional arty prep on HILL's 182 and

187 on order.  Priority of arty to Co A; 107mm mortar to Co B.

b.  Co A.

c.  Co B.

d.  Co C.  Support Co A's attack with direct and indirect fires from LD/LC to ALTE ROMERSTRASSE.  Be prepared to assume mission of Co A or Co B.

e.  Scout Plt.  Screen right flank from rear of Co B to LD/LC.

f.  Hv Mort Plt.  GS, present location, displace forward on order.

g.  AT Plt (-).  GS, vic LD/LC, displace on order.

h.  Redeye Sec.  GS, priority to maneuver elements, CP, trains.

i.  Coordinating Instructions.

(1)  Reconnaissance forward of LD/LC prohibited.

(2)  Be prepared to assist passage of 1-68 Inf after seizure of OBJ's RED and BLUE.

4.  SERVICE SUPPORT

a.  General.  Trains remain in present locations.  Displace on order.

b.  Medical Evacuation and Hospitalization.  Co C provides medical evacuation for Co A from LD/LC to ALTE ROMERSTRASSE.

c.  Personnel.  PW collection point will be established vic HILL 182 (MA8765) on order.

5.  COMMAND AND SIGNAL

a.  Signal.

(1)  CEOI Index 1-9 is in effect.

(2)  Listening silence is in effect until enemy contact.

b.  Command.  Command group remain present location.  Move on order.

1.  SITUATION

a.  Enemy Forces.  An estimated platoon of the 3d Abn Regt, 1st Abn Div is delaying in our zone.  There is a squad occupying positions on HILL 182 (MA8765) and the remainder of the platoon plus a BMD is on HILL 187 (MA8766).

b.  Friendly Forces.

(1)  1-66 Inf attacks 041000 Apr to seize HILL's 187 (MA8766), 182 (MA8765) and 176 (MA8866).

(2)  1-67 Inf attacks 041000 Apr on the west to seize HILL's 175 (MA8366) and 177 (MA8566).

(3)  B/1-66 Inf attacks 041000 Apr on the east to seize HILL 176.

(4)  C/1-66, Inf supports A/1-66 Inf by fire from LD/LC initially; follows A/1-66 Inf in the attack on order.

(5)  1-47 FA (105mm, towed) DS to 1st Bde.

(6)  Elements of 9th AF support the operation.

c.  Attachments and Detachments.  1 AT Sec attached effective 040900 Apr.

2.  MISSION

Co A attacks at 041000 Apr to seize HILL's 182 (OBJ GREEN) and 187 (OBJ's 1&2).  Be prepared to continue attack or assist passage of 1-68 Inf on order.

3.  EXECUTION

a.  Concept of Operation.

(1)  Maneuver.  Co A attacks 041000 April with the 1st Plt leading to seize HILL 182, followed by the 2d Plt to seize OBJ 1 (west half of HILL 187) and the 3d Plt to seize OBJ 2 (east half of HILL 187).

(2)  Fires.  Priority to __________________ initially; a conventional
