ISSUE:  Status of AC/RC Battalion Commander Exchange Initiative

1.  BACKGROUND.  The Chief of Staff, Army directed the DCSPER “to look into establishing a program that will provide for an exchange of Active and Reserve Component battalion commanders.”

     d.  Currently, for the summer 2003 command rotation, the ARNG is scheduled to nominate four and the USAR is scheduled to nominate two battalion commander designees to command AC battalions, with six AC battalion commander designees to be nominated to command RC battalions.

     e.  Nominations of RC units and officers for the FY 03 summer command rotation are scheduled to be forwarded to DCSPER NLT 14 Jul 01.

     f.  The program is planned to continue each subsequent year with six RC battalion commander designees, and six AC battalion commander designees to be slated to respective component battalion commands.  Expansion of the program to include Colonel commands (BDE Commands) will be evaluated as the program progresses.  

3.  MILESTONES.  As of 31 May 01, the Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) institutionalizing the processes and timelines for this program has been signed by the Commander, FORSCOM; the Director, Army National Guard; the Chief, Army Reserve; 

and Commander, PERSCOM.  The MOA is presently being staffed for the Deputy Chief of Staff for Personnel's signature and finalization.

5.  CONGRESSIONAL/LEGISLATIVE IMPLICATIONS.  None.

6.  COORDINATION.  NGB, OCAR, FORSCOM, PERSCOM, ODCSOPS, DCSPER, ASA(M&RA), and OTJAG.

7.  RECOMMENDATION AS AN RCCC AGENDA ITEM.  The AC/RC Integration Council of Colonels recommended that this issue be removed from the CSA’s top 12.
